A regra geral € adicionar um apéstrofo e um s (’s) ao possuidor, seguido do objeto
possuido. No nto, quando o possuidor é um nome plural regular acrescenta-se
s0 o apostrofo ().
Quando dois ou mais possuidores tém o mesmo objeto, so se acrescenta s no
altimo nome.
